When we opened the Portland retail café and 
bar in early December, our intention was 
to provide Portlanders with an authentic 
coffee bar experience, all’italiana.  We are 
delighted by the support of our customers, 
those who have followed us from our early 
days, and those who have recently become 
converts to the quintessential quality of the 
Caffè Umbria experience.

The big screen TV in the rustic side room 
is the place to watch soccer matches on the 
weekends or to catch the current Italian 
ýlm selection on the 3rd Thursday of 
every month. During the month of June, 
the UEFA soccer ýnals were shown every 
weekday morning. First Thursday events 
include live music complemented by Italian 
wine or cheese tasting.  

Following the tradition of preparing food 
according to the season, the menu at the 
café is changing. In addition to a varying 
selection of piadine and panini, watch 

for offerings such as Insalata Rucola and 
Carpaccio di Zucchine. On your next visit, 
be sure to try a granita al caffè or granita 
alla frutta, the semi-frozen drink that can 
be just the right answer on a hot day.

These are the details that provide the 
foundation for the experience, the life and 
heart of the café itself. Depending on the 
day and time, you may ýnd yourself seated 
next to a group of people learning Italian 
or a group of Italians. The soccer games 
have brought together diverse groups of 
people who share the love of soccer and a 
good espresso. The side room has been the 
place for formal and informal gatherings 
of old friends and new acquaintances, for 
movies and conversation, celebrations, and 
business meetings. 

We don’t provide wireless internet so you 
can’t check your e-mail, but we do provide 
an incredible open atmosphere surrounded 
by good food, good coffee and good people, 
where real live communication happens 
daily.

Earlier this spring, Caffè Umbria had the 
pleasure of sponsoring Canada’s largest 
wine event, the Vancouver Playhouse 
International Wine Festival.

The event served up a record 
1,600 wines from over 176 
wineries representing 16 
countries at over 60 events 
spread over three days and 
was attended by close to 25,000 people.   
Did that sound like a math quiz?

Fittingly, this year’s theme was Vino 
Italiano and the Italians were there in 
force.  617 Italian wines, to be exact, were 
available for sampling, representing 
every region of Italy.  In most cases, the 
producers themselves were there on 
hand to talk to wine lovers about their 
unique regions and vineyards.

With so many wines to enjoy in so little 

time, espresso was a necessity.  That’s 
where Caffe Umbria came in.  Our able 
bodied Canadian team led by Peter Lee 
ran a fast and efýcient bar and kept the 

crowd caffeinated well 
into the evening at each 
night’s event.

In all, over 3,000 shots 
of espresso were served 

to an appreciative crowd (especially the 
Italians). The event itself raised over 
$500,000 for the Vancouver Playhouse 
Theater Company and a good time was 
had by all.  

We look forward to participating in 
next year’s event and recommend it to 
anyone who is interested in sampling 
hundreds of hard to ýnd wines from 
around the world, or is interested in 
participating as a sponsor.  Salute!

This year marks the 21st year for Taste 
of the Nation, and our second year 
participating as a Supporting Sponsor. 
Taste of the Nation is a fundraising 
event of Share Our Strength, a 
nationwide charitable organization 
devoted to feeding the nation’s 
hungry.

Over 1,400 people attended this 
year’s event at the Oregon Convention 
Center, in addition to the chefs, 
winemakers, brewers and their staff 
from 70 restaurants, 40 wineries, 
10 breweries, and 1 coffee roasting 
company. The event raised $134,000, 
of which approximately $95,000 will 
be granted to the Oregon Food Bank, 
the Klamath-Lake Counties Food 
Bank, the St. Vincent DePaul Food 
Recovery Program, and the Oregon 

Hunger Relief Task Force. Since Taste 
of the Nation started in 1987, they have 
raised over $1.2 million.

In order to foster more community 
awareness of Taste of the Nation, the 
Portland Caf® held a rafþe for two 
tickets, including the Champagne 
Reception immediately preceeding the 
event.
